California Men’s Colony 
Dress Code

The following is a list of attire and items strictly prohibited from being worn and/or carried by visitors on the California Men's Colony grounds:
· Sport shorts of any kind including Bermuda, jogging, walking or biking. 

· Sweats, jogging suits, warm-ups, or spandex clothing.

· Denim/chambray in blue, black or gray (includes pants, shirts, dresses/skirts or jackets).

· Camouflage type clothing, accessories, army fatigues or cargo pants.

· Leggings or tights worn as pants.

· Undershirts or athletic shirts as outerwear. 

· Revealing sleeveless garments – fabric must adequately cover the front and back, including underarm and shoulder areas and undergarments must be fully concealed.

· Tube, strapless, midriff, halter, camisole, or tank tops.

· Low cut dresses or blouses.

· Thongs (flip-flops), shower shoes, slippers, sandals or open toed shoes.

· Clothing made from sheer/transparent fabric without a shirt or blouse underneath. 

· Culottes, split skirts, dresses or skirts shall not be more than three inches above the top of the knee cap; hem openings (slits, kick-pleats) shall be no more than four inches above the knee. 

· Apparel containing provocative or offensive inscriptions.

· No wigs (except for medical reasons and with a written medical approval).

· No excessive metal (visitors are processed through a metal detector.)  Under wire bras are not recommended; limit jewelry, hair clips, and piercings.

· No tobacco, cell phones, pagers, i-pods, or any other electronic devices.  

· Only one picture ID will be allowed (CA Driver’s License, CA ID Card, or Passport)
